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Resumen

La pandemia de COVID-19 que actualmente nos afecta nos ha confrontado como nunca con nuestra
comun condicion de mortales. Intempestivamente, la humanidad toda se ha visto cotejada con el inmi-
nente peligro de perder la salud y contraer una grave enfermedad de gran potencial mortifero. La reac-
cion de los gobiernos mundiales fue variada, generando debates en torno a las libertades individuales
restringidas, o bien a la afectacion y freno de la actividad econdmica que amenaza sumirnos en mas
pobreza, frenando la rueda capitalista. Frente a este acontecimiento pensamos que la filosofia tiene su
incidencia, en particular frente a esta crisis que debate el estatus mismo de la salud y la enfermedad en su
relacion con los conceptos de vida/muerte, en el marco de nuestras actuales sociedades de control. A lo
largo de nuestra investigacion pretenderemos demostrar que, ya desde mediados del siglo xx, filosofos
contemporaneos como G. Canguilhem, M. Foucault y G. Deleuze examinaron los conceptos de salud
y de enfermedad con que opera la medicina y, no menos importante, han seguido el derrotero de esta
disciplina hasta su conversion en una “técnica politica de intervencion con efectos de poder propios”.
Nos proponemos rastrear la recepcion de los hallazgos de la biologia y la genética y como han influi-
do en sus consideraciones sobre la vida y la muerte; indagar el lugar y el rol en relacion con la vida, la
salud, la enfermedad y la muerte que, en sus respectivas obras, estos pensadores le han concedido a la
trama compleja conformada por las relaciones de poder y las disciplinas como la economia politica,
las ciencias humanas y sociales, el arte y la literatura. Con todo, nuestra investigacion no se orientara
solo a reconstruir el planteo de los pensadores referidos sino fundamentalmente a recabar “insumos”
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conceptuales y metodologicos para abordar el andlisis de las incidencias de la pandemiay contribuirala
reflexion sobre las condiciones que va adoptando la vida en nuestros dias.

Abstract

The Covid-19 pandemic that currently affects us has confronted us like never before with our common

condition as mortals. Suddenly, all of humanity has been compared with the imminent danger of losing
health and contracting a serious disease with great deadly potential. The reaction of world governments
was varied, generating debates about restricted individual freedoms, or the impact and slowdown of
economic activity that threatens to plunge us into deeper poverty, slowing the capitalist wheel. Faced
with this event, we think that philosophy has its impact, particularly in the face of this crisis that
debates the very status of health and disease in its relationship with the concepts of life-death, within

the framework of our current societies of control. Throughout our research we will try to show that,

since the middle of the 20th century, contemporary philosophers such as G. Canguilhem, M. Foucault
and G. Deleuze examined the concepts of health and disease with which medicine operates and, not
less important, they have followed the course of this discipline until its conversion into a “political
intervention technique with its own power effects.” We set out to to trace the reception of the findings
from biology and genetics and how they have influenced their views on life and death; to investigate
the place and role in relation to life, health, disease and death that, in their respective works, these
thinkers have granted to the complex plot made up by power relations and disciplines such as political
economy, the human and social sciences, art and literature. However, our research will not only focus
on reconstructing the ideas of the aforementioned thinkers, but fundamentally on collecting conceptual
and methodological “inputs” to address the analysis of the incidents of the pandemic and contribute to
the reflection on the conditions that life is adopting in our days.
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
