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Resumen

La reciente publicacion de una serie de escritos inéditos de Michel Foucault ha despertado el interés
sobre un periodo de trabajo docente y de investigacion del pensador francés no demasiado explorado.
En efecto, aunque ya se contaba con algunas publicaciones suyas de la década del 50, hasta ahora
estas no han sido ni recurrente ni exhaustivamente revisadas. En ese sentido, la edicion de estos
textos abre una nueva cantera que nos permite explorar, entre otras cuestiones de interés filosofico,
su interpretacion de la constitucion de un trascendental historico en la Fenomenologia del Espiritu,
su elaboracion del diagndstico sobre la deriva antropolédgica de la filosofia de los siglos x1x y XX, su
consideracion acerca de la relacion entre la fenomenologia y la psicologia. Estos textos constituyen
una invitacion a indagar, en paralelo, los textos concebidos por Gilles Deleuze quien, por aquellos
afos, también se encontraba en una etapa preparatoria de su propio devenir filoséfico. Asi lo acredita
su escrito de 1953 Empirismo y subjetividad, que puede ser leido como uno de los primeros intentos
del filosofo por fundamentar su tesis respecto de la prioridad de la diferencia, refutando la inveterada
tesis de que el sujeto y su representacion se sitian como punto de partida, origen y fundamento, para
asi abrir en su detrimento un escenario presubjetivo multiple, atin por pensar. En suma, la indagacion
del material producido en la década del 50 por estos pensadores nos permitira explorar su temprana
deteccion de los problemas y, en concomitancia con ello, la correspondiente elaboracion de enfo-
ques, herramientas tedricas y categorias de analisis que fueron constituyendo el sesgo distintivo de
dos de las mas relevantes filosofias del siglo xx.

Abstract

The recent publication of a series of unpublished writings by Michel Foucault has sparked interest in
a period of teaching and research in the French thinker s life that has not been extensively explored.
Indeed, although some of his publications from the 1950s were already available, they have not been
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reviewed either recurrently or exhaustively until now. In this sense, the publication of these texts
opens up a new source that allows us to explore, among other philosophically relevant issues, his
interpretation of the constitution of a historical transcendental in The Phenomenology of Spirit, Ais
development of a diagnosis regarding the anthropological drift of 19th- and 20th-century philosophy,
and his views on the relationship between phenomenology and psychology. These texts also invite us
to explore, in parallel, the works of Gilles Deleuze, who, during those years, was also in a preparatory
phase of his own philosophical development. This is evidenced by his 1953 work Empiricism and
Subjectivity, which can be read as one of the philosopher s first attempts to found his thesis regarding
the priority of difference, refuting the longstanding thesis that the subject and its representation are
the starting point, origin, and foundation, thereby opening a presubjective, multiple scenario yet to
be thought through, to its detriment. In sum, investigating the material produced in the 1950s by these
thinkers will allow us to explore their early identification of philosophical problems and, in parallel,
their corresponding development of approaches, theoretical tools, and categories of analysis that
would come to form the distinctive bias of two of the most significant philosophies of the 20th century.
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
