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Resumen

Esta investigacion busca estudiar la dimension social del discurso religioso del papa Francisco y su
recepcion en ciertos actores sociales, particularmente agentes politicos y juridicos nacionales. Estu-
diaremos la estructura y recepcion del discurso social del sumo pontifice a partir de dos documentos
centrales de su pontificado: la exhortacion apostolica Evangelii Gaudium (2013), la enciclica Laudato
S7(2015). Nos centraremos particularmente en analizar el proceso de recepcion de los documentos
papales en dos colectivos explicitamente conformados en torno del discurso social del santo padre: los
“laudatianos”, integrados por politicos y dirigentes sociales de varios partidos politicos, y los juristas,
nucleados en torno del vaticano Comité Panamericano de Jueces por los Derechos Sociales y la Doctri-
na Franciscana.

Abstract

Thisresearch aims at studying the social dimension of Pope Francis 'religious discourse andits reception
in certain social actors, particularly national political and legal agents. We will study the structure
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and reception of Pope Francis’ social discourse based on two central documents of his pontificate:
the apostolic exhortation “Evangelii Gaudium” (2013), the Encyclical “Laudato Si” (2015). We will
particularly focus on analyzing the process of reception of papal documents in two groups explicitly
conformed around the social discourse of Pope Francis: the “Laudatians”’, made up of politicians and
social leaders of various political parties and the jurists, nucleated around the Vatican. “Pan American
Committee of Judges for Social Rights and Franciscan Doctrine”.
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
