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Resumen

La zona de Malvinas como enclave estratégico no es un hecho nuevo. Hace unos afos y debido al
pico de tension con el Reino Unido, a raiz de las palabras del aquel entonces primer ministro Ca-
meron que tildaban de “colonialista” a la Argentina, hubo referencias a la zona de conflicto como
enclave estratégico parala OTAN. Enrelacion con la extension de la plataforma continental, aparece
un tema de importancia, que incluso tomé estado mediatico, que se refiere a que Chile presentd una
nota que decia que erareclamante de soberania del sector antartico y que iba a realizar la presentacion
mas adelante. Aunque los técnicos manifestaron que no habia ninguna controversia, hay una super-
posicion de las plataformas. Llegados aqui hay dos elementos finales que debemos incluir para un
analisis mas abarcativo. El primero se sustenta en los datos de SIPRI (Stockholm International Peace
Research Institute) que expusimos. Alli el Reino Unido pasd, en pleno afio de pandemia, a ocupar
el puesto 5 (cinco) de los Estados que mas aumentaron su gasto militar, en un total de 59 200 millo-
nes. ;Por qué el Reino Unido aument6 exponencialmente su gasto militar si no tiene una amenaza
concreta a su seguridad o un posible conflicto? ;Qué lugar ocupan las Malvinas en ese presupuesto?
(Cuanto se destina a la region sobre el total del presupuesto? En segundo lugar, es claro el interés
que revisten los enclaves estratégicos en un mundo pospandémico cada vez mas conflictivo y menos
cooperativo, donde se revalorizan la geopolitica y los espacios maritimos y terrestres. Por esta razon,
es de interés vital llevar a cabo la investigacion y trazar escenarios prospectivos que ayuden a la toma
de decisiones.

Abstract

The Malvinas area as a strategic site is not a new fact. A few years ago, due to the spike in tension with
the United Kingdom, following the words of then-Prime Minister Cameron, who called Argentina
“colonialist”, there were references to the conflict zone as a strategic enclave for NATO. Regarding
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the extension of the continental shelf, a topic of importance appears, which even took on a media state
when Chile submitted a note saying that they were sovereignty claimants for the Antarctic sector and
that it would make the presentation at a later date. Although technicians stated that there was no
controversy, there is an overlap of the platforms. Here are two final elements that we must include
for a more comprehensive analysis. The first is based on the SIPRI (Stockholm International Peace
Research Institute) data we presented. There, in the middle of the pandemic year, the United Kingdom
was ranked fifth among the states that increased their military spending the most, by a total of 59.2
billion. Why has the UK exponentially increased its military spending if it does not have a specific
threat to its security or a possible conflict? What place do Malvinas occupy in that budget? How
much is allocated to the region out of the total budget? Secondly, it is clear that strategic enclaves
are of interest in a post-pandemic world that is increasingly conflictive and less cooperative, where
geopolitics and maritime and land spaces are revalued. For this reason, it is of vital interest to carry
out research and draw prospective scenarios that will help in decision making.
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
