The Late Dr Leslie1 

The following is the speech of Don Carlos Guido Spano at the grave of Dr 

Leslie.  

Gentlemen – the worship of integrity, virtue, and knowledge, has also its altar 

among the tombs. The purest of offerings are laid upon it, whilst mournful 

memories sit mute and pensive, too, come called in mourning before that altar, 

evoking a name cherished by you all, the name of John Leslie, the deserving Dr 

Leslie, whose mortal remains we now deposited in the grave. 

It is not the hand of time that end short a life but yesterday so full of vigor. Dr 

Leslie died in harness, and at the post of honor. He was of that phalanx of heroes 

who devote themselves and are sworn to sacrifice their lives in the cause. When 

the hour of peril came the skillful man, fulfilled his compromise. There, 

gentlemen, he now lies inanimate. Honor and peace to is ashes! In more than one 

cottage, in more than on wretched hovel, the orphan, the widow, the soldier 

wounded in this country’s service, the helplessness of age, will wait in vain the 

friendly visit which once brought hope, and health, and sustenance. John Leslie, 

a worthy son of the Green Isle, was a friend of the poor, and honorable title 

ascribed to him by the press of this capital, when announcing his death. He was 

possessed of a soul which leant towards the unfortunate as the willow bends over 

the sepulchre giving it freshness and shade. He had much knowledge, but the 

best of all he knew was how to love his neighbour.

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How many sincere friends there must be to deplore his death? What a loss to 

this good city? What a loss to his fellow worked in the learned profession to 

which he dedicated his life with most ardent devotion!  

“If tears could bring again to life that man,” said a lady friend of is, with the 

tenderest of eloquence, as she look upon his corpse, “the city would swim in 

tears.” So every street, every scene of his charitable labours, would bear witness 

to the public grief of his now eternal separation from us. 

Horrified myself at his death, I am forced to be reserved in my expressions of 

personal gratitude, which I common with some many others, I owe him for his 

professional care, always so disinterested to me and my family, during a long 

series of years. I abstain from dilating as in duty to his memory I should do, on 

his frank and upright character, on his virtues as a friend and citizen, as a 

professional man, and as father of a family, qualities enhanced by a noble 

presence, and by the affability of his manners. 

Dr John Leslie 

Among the many valuable citizens who perished during the cholera of 1868 

was Dr Leslie, a native of Cavan, whose benevolence to the poor of Buenos Aires 

was unceasing. He visited them and gave them medicines gratis, and at the last 

succumbed to the epidemic, a victim to over-work in his humane efforts. He had 

been for some years a councillor of the city-corporation, and his loss was so much 

felt that a public letter of condolence was sent to Mrs. Leslie by order of the 

Municipality.2

Editor’s Table. We have received from Chivilcoy rather melancoly intelligence 

respecting the death of the brothers Keating and also and old Kerryman named 

Casey; they were all carried off by cholera and the corpse of the latter was thrown 

into a large “jawell” nearby. 

The locusts, we hear, have devastated everything in and about Chivilcoy. 

Some of the finest quinta about the town are completely eaten up.  

 

Wednesday 29 January (1799) 

Terrible Arson, Chivilcoy. Two Irishmen Firing The Camp 

Over 40 tons of Hay Dstroyed 

It is our melancholy duty to records the full particulars respecting the arrest 

and death of two Kearneys, Denis and Patrick whose conduct on an estancia in 

the district of Mercedes, has been so criminal as to cause very serious questions 

as to their sanity. 
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It appears that on the 12 inst the camps were maliciously fired in the 

neighbourhood of Mercedes de Salada, close to a puesto of Mr Thomas Kearney’s 

estancia, the wife of the puestero seeing a man firing the thistle close to the 

|”Rodeo” gave notice to the men in the puesto, who at once started in pursuit 

(unarmed) after the fellow – he at once cleared but, but strange to say, had time 

to fire the camp in three different parts. His pursuers coming close up recognised 

the fellow tobe Denis Keating who bore a bad reputation in that neighbourhod; 

when he saw that they knew him, he wheeled around and fired on one and 

chased him up to his house, where again he fired on him. The puestero proceeded 

to the estancia and gave notice to the proprietor of the place who started off for 

Chivilcoy and by orders of the judge had the soldiers at the hose of Denis Kearney 

awaiting his arrival, but the fellow lost his horse, and was wandering about in 

the camp all night. Meanwhile his brother Patrick, refusing to open the door, and 

threatening violence to some of the party, was made a prisoner by the Alacalde, 

tied down and sent to Chivilcoy. The next morning at the request of an English 

estanciero, the judge sent Patrick Kearney home to mind the sheep, to appear 

when called upon. But he received the summons from the Judge of Judges and 

perished in a few hours from cholera. 

Denis Keating made his appearance at the puesto at noon, and was at once 

made prisoner, he was taken to Chivilcoy, in the prison took cholera, proceeded 

to his puesto and died there. 

We give full publicity to these facts since we lament to say that these two men 

so misconducted themselves in the neighbourhood, that they enjoyed the very 

worst character. Aside from the crime of firing the camp, they were on their trial 

for injuring two valuable rams, and had maliciously destroyed some ten tons of 

hay on the estancia where they lived. To use the words of the clergyman who 

happened to be out there at the time, it was Divine Providence that worked out 

deserved retribution.

Deceased was one of the wealthiest estancieros in this country, rising by honest 

industry and perseverance from the humblest position to rank with some of the 

wealthiest men in the country; his loss will be felt by the country, in the progress 

of which he laboured so unceasingly. Owing to his large properties he gave 

immense employment to Irishmen in Buenos Aires, no matter in what position, 

may point with pride to Darby Tormy as one of the most successful sheep farmers 

in the River Plate.

Good News From Chivilcoy. 

Chivilcoy 31 January 1868 M. K. letter to Standard editors. 

Gentlemen, 

A countryman of ours named Patrick Dowd, living close to the Estacion 

Gorostiaga, took sick on Wednesday about one or two o’clock pm and died about 

nine o’clock the same night. There were two Irishmen in the house with him at 

the time, one as peon, the other stopping in the house for some 15 days. Waiting 

to receive a flock of sheep from Mr Dowd, to mind in a separate puesto. As the 

deceased made no allusion towards his wordly affairs and the two men being of 

the most ignorant class, one not known two words in the Spanish language, the 

other knowing too much, they did not know what to do with the body, although 

a neighbouring pulperia offered its cart to convey the body to the cemetery in 

Chivilcoy, but they declined. I suppose through fear one of them let the teniente 

of the place know, whose duty it was to see the bodies of those who have no one 

to look after them buried. He buried them in the Partido. The two men would 

stop no longer, so the teniente whose name is Montenegro had to take charge of 

a flock of sheep, numbering upwards of 3,000, a manada of mares and horses, 30 

to 40 herd…. Poor Dowd has a father in Ireland. I believe he has an uncle, Michael 

Dowd in this country besides and aunt. At other times the British Consul would 

look after the property, but I despair…

Gentlemen, 

In yesterday’s Tribuna13 I was somewhat surprised to find our worthy Irish 

Curate grossly and falsely assailed for “being about to retire on the modest sum 

of three hundred thousand dollars.” For anyone possessed of the least common 

sense or experience in these countries the charge must seem so infamously false 

that in refuting the calumny I must beg the consideration of your readers rather 

as a true friend, though worthy member of the Roman Catholic Church, than 

even as an old acquaintance and ardent admirer of the worthy pastor. The 

calumnious lines are so few and guarded that it is difficult to distinguish between 

editorial credulousness and national jealousy, but though more willing to 

attribute to the latter Mr Varela will permit to say, that far more conducive to the 

interests of our holy religion would it 0be to have  remained silent on this matter 

than to indulge in those long stupidly sanctimonious holy week articles with 

which as you so aptly observed he sought to change his newspaper into a prayer 

book. At first we could scarcely feel strength the of your observation, and not a 

few were shocked, but now we remember the old adage “talk is cheap,” and after 

all said articles if nothing better, served at east as padding, whereas the latter if 

not a windy editorial blunder was at all events a private contribution and must 

                                                           
12 Thomas Colligan, b.

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be paid for, no matter who is favored or abused, thus the paper dollar is the real 

religion.  

That the Rev. Mr Carolan is about to leave us, I do not deny, nor can I 

positively state that such is a fact; however, he can well do it, now that he has 

found a successor – and I can certainly say that, did he consult his own health or 

interest, he would have done so a long time ago. The golden age for shepherds is 

long past, and the dread of the inexorable taxman, not the gentle persuasion of 

their pastor can ring the small savings from the poor hard working poor 

overtaxed sheep farmer. And if, indeed, Mr Carolan has succeeded in putting by 

a few hundred paper dollars after so many years hard work. Has he not done 

better than foolishly lavish them on vanities, as is too often the case with members 

of the cloth? That he has not been niggardly is attested by the numbers of poor to 

whom he daily gives food. Or if the writer in the Tribuna more proof of the noble 

character he thus seeks to basely slander, I can tell him that Mr Carolan was the 

first to introduce, at his own private expense camp libraries which have spread 

over the entire Provinces, and have actually done more good for this country than 

the most romantic project of Rividavia or the voluminous writings of Sarmiento. 

This it is what endears the worthy pastor to us and will remain in our hearts as 

an imperishable memento when the Tribuna correspondent and his miserable 

slanders shall have passed into well-merited oblivion. 

Although I have far exceeded the limits I had originally intended, I cannot bid 

the calumniator good bye without mentioning the holy zeal and disinterested 

activity displayed by Mr Carolan during the prevalence of the cholera. Then was 

the time to have bundled up his savings and cleared out, but, like the good 

soldier, Mr Carolan was to be found at his post in the hour of danger.  With 

indefatigable energy he tended, both spiritually and corporally , the unfortunate 

suffers , until he himself was struck down by the fell disease, brought into town 

more dead than alive, and, when at length restored, Mr Carolan marched out to 

Lujan, contrary to the doctor’s instructions, and was again taken so ill that he was 

alas once more compelled to return, not, however, before he had left one to fulfil 

his sacred duties. 

I am well assured that the reverend gentleman’s health never recovered the 

last attack, and very probably, his medical adviser may have ordered the change. 

This is only a surmise, as I am not well enough acquainted with him to know his 

private reasons. Nevertheless I am long enough here to know the falseness of the 

Tribuna’s charge, and, whether Dr Carolan may go, he will ever command the 

respectful good wishes of a humble 

Parishioner.

Your constant and successful efforts to establish a circulating library in our 

hitherto neglected parishes are well known to all of us. The benefits we have 

derived therefrom can only be repaid you by the Author of all Good. The kind 

and charitable manner with which you attended our spiritual wants shall never 

be forgotten0; the many blessings we have derived from your paternal care shall 

ever be fondly remembered; and that example of humility and firmness in the 

discharge of all spiritual and temporal duties we mean to treasure in our hearts 

as a memento of a worthy priest of God. The pain we feel at your departure is 

only counterbalanced  by the great pleasure we enjoy in thus adding our humble 

testimony as witnesses of your special efforts in the cause of religion and charity; 

but, while deeply affected at the loss of so worthy a pastor, we pray the God may 

guide you in your new sphere and bestow on you those boundless blessings you 

so well deserve. May your footsteps continue in that path which leads to eternal 
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glory; and may your continued religious exhortations and advice be as sincerely 

appreciated by those over whom you may be placed, as they have been by us. 

With these few observations we beg to say adieu, and present you with the 

accompanying testimonial as a slight token of our respect and genuine gratitude, 

and for your temporal welfare, long life, and, at the end, removal to everlasting 

glory, we earnestly and anxiously pray.

He cannot claim the character of the Minister of Christ who does not preach 

charity to all made in the image of God, the Father, and redeemed by his blood 

of his Son, Christ. He would not be a minister of Him who was given as a light 

for the revelation of the Gentiles,” and the “Glory of the people of Israel,” who 

does not have recourse to all means in his power to endeavor to instruct  and 

enlighten the people entrusted to his spiritual care. Ireland was deprived of 

knowledge that she might be made a slave. Instruction was made penal that her 

faith might be stolen from her in her ignorance. But those dark days are passing 

away, and I am glad to observe in this country, a marked improvement caused 

by the introduction of those circulating libraries. 

The ground work, I fondly hope has been laid not only in the narrow sphere 

of my weak action, but through the length and breath of the province, for a new 

people who will know their rights and as men and Christians enforce them; and 

they will know their religion and be able with reason’s arm to defend it. I will 

always consider it a sacred duty to cooperate everywhere in the advancement of 

knowledge under the guidance of religion which will tend not only to enlighten 

the mind but to form the heart to virtue. 
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The nature of your valuable present coupled with your too flattering 

complimentary address, clearly show that in returning to the “Black North” to 

search for better health, I bear with me the good wishes of my countrymen. 

Much as I esteem your gift and good opinion of me, I esteem your prayers to 

the throne of Mercy for me more my earnest and constant prayers will be to God, 

that he may, from the treasures of his Mercy, recompense your liberality. Let me 

thank you, my dear friends, for your kind address and handsome present, you 

shall always have a place in my poor prayers, and I earnestly recommend myself 

to yours. 

And now, my dear friends, I say farewell, may the God of peace and love 

protect you from all peril and danger and grant you every blessing both spiritual 

and temporal.

Irish College 

As many of the more independent minded Irish residents in the camps have 

from time to time consulted me regarding a college in which they might place 

their children, with a view to obtain a sound commercial education combined 

with a moral and religious training. I have with great pleasure in recommending 

them one about to be opened by the Vincentian Fathers, whose efficiency in 

inspiring secular knowledge is only second to their religious zeal in directing it 

to that end. The many colleges conducted by the members of this community 

throughout the world, but more especially in France and Ireland is ample 

guarantee for the estimation in which they are held by the Catholic public. 

Owing to the fewness of the members, who, as yet, have arrived, and to the 

amount of spiritual labours devolving on them, as well as, to the extent and 

importance of the educational labours which they have undertaken – they have 

applied for, and promised some additional professors from Paris, among whom 

they expect some Irish members. To meet, in the meantime the present exigency, 

Mr A. McNamara who resides with them, volunteers to spare from other duties 

an hour or two daily for the exclusive benefit of the children of his countrymen – 

a service, which, it is to be hoped, will be at once availed of, and appreciated. 

Although no pupils can be received while waiting the removal from premises 

at present occupied (No.199 Tucuman) to a more extensive and commodious one 

which is rented – still it would be advisable to make application at once, as in any 

case, only a limited number can be admitted.

Colera Outbreak in Buenos Aires 1868 

The Diary of Ellen Wyatt-Smith, January 186828 

23 Tuesday 

Eliza went to the market and when she came home said she did not feel well 

– Martin & Maria were also poorly and could eat nothing at – all through this 

time the weather was terribly hot and dusty & the thirst almost unbeatable. I 

made Eliza lie down tho was not very ill and I sent for Dr Leeson29 to his have his 

advice for us all… The Dr came – ordered cholera remedies for Eliza and he gave 

advice to the rest and we nursed 

Eliza all day until the evening when I sent for her sister stay the night with 

her… The Dr came three times and this night as the fatigue had made me ill again 

he said I must go at once to bed and get up for nothing – I did as soon as I could 

and was then ill in bed for give days. 

22 Wednesday 

Mrs. Smith went to see Eliza and came back and told me she was  dyng – 

Father Fahy had been to see her & the sisters of Charity & when the Dr came he 

said she could not get better – she however rallied again and in the afternoon 

while Mrs. Smith was gone home for a couple of hours, Mrs. Leeson called… in 

the evening the Dr said she [Eliza[ was no worse and if she could sleep at all 

might get better…Harry went to the office to write for Pkt Mrs. Leeson had lent 

me some clothes for baby and they asked Harry to dine with them every day. 

24 Friday 

I was very poorly & Sick and Dr Leeson said I must have some soup – so he 

went home and brought me a little can full & after that they made me some every 

day – and this day cooked dinner for us…. Mrs. Leeson also not well.30
